Maryna Bevz owes her Teacher — Nataliya Yeshchenko — for the formation of her
professional and pedagogical, "educational" skills, and together with her classmates honours
her memory in concert programs.

In 1979 she graduated (with honours) from Zhytomyr Music College named after V.S.
Kosenko (class of I. Ocheretyana). In 1984 she received a diploma with honours at Kharkiv
Institute of Arts named after [.P. Kotlyarevsky (class of Honoured Artist of Ukraine, Professor
Nataliya Yeshchenko), received the qualification of a "concert performer, teacher,
concertmaster, soloist of the chamber ensemble". In 1986 she began pedagogical activities.

More than 300 students received professional art education on the discipline of "General
and Specialized Piano" in the class of Maryna Bevz. Her piano class graduates work in
theatres, concert organizations, and educational institutions; they worthily represent Kharkiv
Performing School in all regions of Ukraine and abroad — in Germany, Italy, France,
Kazakhstan, Spain, China, Portugal, Israel. More than 90 of them are the winners of
international competitions and festivals in their specialization and piano. Concerts of students
of the class always demonstrate a high level of teaching skills, the ability to interest students
in mastering the skills of piano.

Maryna Bevz is an active populariser of the works of Kharkiv composers, the first
performer of piano works by V. Borysov, 1.

SERHIY YUSHKEVYCH (UKRAINE) ==

Serhiy Yushkevych — Renowned Ukrainian pianist, Honored Artist of Ukraine,
Professor of the Department of Special Piano at Kharkiv [.P.Kotlyarevsky National
University of Arts, composer, accompanist, ensemble player.

He was born in Kharkiv, Ukraine and started his music education at the tender age of
three. In 1976, Serhiy Yushkevych completed his higher education at the Faculty of Special
Piano at the Moscow Conservatoire (former USSR) under the guidance of V. Merzhanov.
This education qualified him as a concert pianist, concertmaster, and professor. In 1984, he
also successfully completed his postgraduate studies at the Moscow Conservatoire, still under
the tutelage of V. Merzhanov.

From 1976 up to the present, he has been working at Kharkiv National University of
Arts as a professor of the Special Piano Department.

Serhiy Yushkevych was a laureate of the Queen Elizabeth International Piano
Competition in Belgium in 1975, where he was awarded the V Prize, a silver medal and the
City Of Brussels Prize. His performance in the third round of this competition was released
on a Deutsche Grammophon phonograph record.

For over 40 years, Serhiy Yushkevych has been actively performing as a solo pianist,
as a soloist with orchestras and chamber ensembles. He has undertaken concert tours in
various countries, including France, Belgium, Hungary, Russia, Armenia, and, most notably,
Ukraine.

Serhiy Yushkevych has demonstrated a strong commitment to playing with the Kharkiv
Youth Symphony Orchestra and has given lectures and concerts for students in Kharkiv's
music schools. His collaboration with the French Cultural Centre in Ukraine has been
noteworthy, with regular performances of French music for Ukrainian audiences. In addition
to his performing career, he is also recognized as the author of numerous piano transcriptions
and arrangements, which have been compiled in three collections. The first collection,
"Badinerie," was published in France in 1999, and the subsequent collections were published
in Ukraine in 2014 and 2019.

In 1999, the French company Suoni e colori released a CD titled "Badinerie," featuring
Yushkevych's interpretations of all the pieces from the collection. In the preface of that disc,
he was acknowledged for his arrangements of Ukrainian folk songs as a follower of such
notable musicians as Béla Bartok, Ralph Vaughan Williams, and Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov.

Among Serhiy Yushkevych's students there are a lot of talented pianists who have
become laureates of both national and international piano competitions.

Serhiy Yushkevych has published several articles and a research essay titled "Seva,"
which was included in the monograph "The Book about V. Topylin" (2018).

Calome Jordania —is a concert pianist, laureate of international competitions.

Winner of New York Concert Artists Worldwide Competition, Georgian pianist Salome
Jordania has appeared as a recitalist, chamber musician as well as concerto soloist in different
cities of Germany, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Italy, Spain, Austria, Israel, Ukraine, The
Netherlands, France, Russia, Mexico and various states of the USA. Salome has been invited
with solo recitals at various festivals: Texas International Piano Festival (USA), «Batumi
International Piano Festivaly» (Georgia), «IKIF Rising Stars Series in New York City» (USA);
«Piano aux Jacobins in Toulouse» (France) and «Gijon International Piano Festival» (Spain).

Salome Jordania began studying at the age of seven with the famous professor Nataliya
Natsvlishvili in his native Tbilisi, Georgia. Since childhood, she won many national and
international competitions, including the Ist a prize at the National Chopin Competition in
Georgia and received a special mayor's prizeTbilisi, calling her the "Ambassador of Culture
of Georgia" at the age of 13.

Salome received her BA from the Juilliard School of Music under Professor Julian

Maria Mirovska — is a concert pianist, a teacher of the department of practical piano
pedagogy of the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theater, a member of the Lithuanian
Union of Musicians.

Maria Mirovska was born in Kharkiv, Ukraine. At the age of eleven she played with a
symphony orchestra for the first time. In 2000 she graduated with honors from the Russian
Gnesin Academy of Music in Moscow, and in 2002 she completed her postgraduate studies
at the Academy as a concert pianist. She participated in masterclasses with Prof.
W. Balnkenheim, K. Steinegger, K. Hellwig, D. Bashkirov and others.

Since 1998 she has collaborated with the Moscow State Academic Philharmonic
Orchestra, played as a soloist and ensemble member in the Moscow ‘Klassik’ Ensemble (wind
quintet with piano) and in the chamber orchestra ,Ekselente’. She regularly gives solo and
chamber concerts in Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Germany, Switzerland, and Spain. Mirovska's

Anna Sagalova — is a concert pianist, Honored Artist of Ukraine, teacher at the
Vancouver International School of Music, associate professor, doctor of arts.
